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This module provides capabilities for establishing and maintaining preventive maintenance schedules and tasks.  S2000WIN automatically generates PM work orders based upon a lead-time defined by your organization.  In addition, the PM module handles parts lists and check lists for each task, as well as a load-balancing tool to minimize over-scheduling.

Some unique features of the Preventive Maintenance module include:

· Preventive maintenance tasks are scheduled for specific pieces of equipment and remain in effect until cancelled.  Any PM task scheduled for a piece of equipment covered by a service agreement is cancelled automatically if the agreement coverage expires.  

· The Daily Processing Task automatically generates PM work orders based on a lead-time that your organization specifies.  Those work orders are automatically scheduled and assigned by the system as they are generated.  If a technician is specified for a task on a specific piece of equipment, he/she is automatically assigned during the work order generation process.

· Permanent notes can be attached to any defined PM task to serve as a checklist of actions that are to be taken when the task is performed.  Additionally, notes may be attached to PM tasks for specific pieces of equipment that identify special actions that are to be done in addition to the standard list of actions.

· Lists of inventory parts or materials may be attached to defined PM tasks, if desired.  Since this list of parts prints on the PM work order form, it minimizes “broken calls” by alerting the technician to the parts required before he leaves for the service location.

· Required skills may also be identified for defined PM tasks to insure that assigned technicians are capable of performing the work.  Specific technicians may be assigned to a specific task for a specific piece of equipment when the PM task is set up for scheduling.  S2000WIN provides a warning message any time a technician is assigned that does not have the required skill to perform the task.

· The PM Planner tool provides a view of all scheduled PM tasks by month and by day of the month.  PM schedules are perpetual and remain in effect until cancelled or until the coverage of an associated agreement expires.  The PM Planner tool provides the ability to easily modify existing PM schedules to balance workloads prior to generation of work orders.  Several parameters are provided to control the amount of PM data shown in the planner’s view.  Service agreements are not required for PM scheduling.
· PM costs will be automatically attributed to a service agreement if a piece of equipment is covered by a service agreement.  This information also becomes part of the service history for the piece of equipment whether it’s covered by an agreement or not.

· A history of all PM work orders generated for a specific piece of equipment is maintained as part of the service history for the piece of equipment.

· S2000WIN provides a Monthly PM Task List and a Parts Requirements report to assist in the planning and scheduling process.  A detailed service history may also be printed for any specific piece of equipment.
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
